Today, championing gender parity in storytelling on and off the screen has never been so
urgent. According to recent analysis by TheWrap, “only 3.3 percent of the films scheduled for
release this year by the six major Hollywood studios have a female director — the lowest
percentage in at least five years,” showing there is still so much work to be done. Instigating
cultural conversations that represent inclusive and diverse points of view — a shared mission
between R29 and Level Forward — is becoming an increasingly essential part of social
movements and broader societal change.

All submissions should be ready to shoot Fall 2019.

If your film is selected you'll enter into an agreement with Refinery29 and Level Forward
to produce your film.
